Mr. Wilding’s Fair use & Copyright Guidelines

When people create something, whether digital or tangible, they have rights as to how their creation may be used.  Here are some guidelines to help you to stay within the parameters of the law.  Music, books, videos, and photographs are only a few of the possible creations that may have restrictions.  If in doubt, ask me or the school librarian.  Remember:
1. Always cite the source of the information you used.  If you are unsure how to do this, get help, from a reliable source, like http://citationmachine.net/index2.php
2. Always ask for permission to use information.  Try to find the original author if possible, and ask for permission.  It is better to ask than receive an F on an assignment or end up in court!

The following guidelines will help you id dealing with texts, videos, music and photographs, and information found online:

Text- You may use up to 10% of a written work, but not more than 1000 words, which ever is smaller.  You may use up to 250 words of a poem if it does not exceed that in length.  Longer poems use the the 10% rule, and only 3 poems per source (author or text).  Only one photograph, chart or diagram may be used from a book or magazine.   IF you use more than stated above, a written/printed form showing permission must be inclnuded, along with citing them in the bibiliography of your work.   

Video-You may use up to 10% of a video, or 3 minutes of a video, which ever is less. IF you use more than 10% or 3 minutes, a written/printed form showing permission must be inclnuded, along with citing them in the bibiliography of your work.  

Music- Music-You may use 10% of a song(music or lyrics).  Be sure to check song length and number of words.  Most songs are between 2-4 minutes, so 12-24 seconds would be about all that you could use. IF you use more than 10%, a written/printed form showing permission must be inclnuded, along with citing them in the bibiliography of your work. 

Photographs- You may have up to 5 works from the same person.  IF you use more than 5, a written/printed form showing permission must be included, along with citing them in the bibiliography of your work. 

Internet-  Remember the rules stated above.   In addition to these rules, You should use links to

the websites that contain material you have used.  Remember not to take anything, such as images, text, etc. from a website and put it onto another site.  You may use information that you have found on the internet in class presentations, but  you must cite the website and include it in the bibiliography of your presentation

Remember, it is YOUR responsibility is to follow the Fair Use Guidelines when dealing with information from individuals besides yourself!
